Book: 

Basic Form: Author’s name.  Title of the book.  Place of publication:  Publisher,  Publication date. 

 

Example: Fromkin, David.  The Way of the World: From the Dawn of Civilizations to the Eve of  

   the Twenty-First Century.  New York:  Knopf, 1999. 

Magazine Article: 

Basic Form:  Author’s name.  “Title of the article.”  Magazine title Publication date: page range. 

 

Example: Clark, Kim. “Stumping for Jobs.” U. S. News  & World Report 29 Sept. 2003: 28-30. 

 

Journal Article: 

Basic Form:* Author’s name.  “Title of the article.”  Journal title vol. (Publication date): page range. 
* For journals that do not have continuous pagination, that is, they start each issue with page 1, the issue 

number should also be included. To include an issue number, add a period and the issue number immediately 

after the volume number. 

  

Example:  Kooy, Michael John.  “Romanticism and Coleridge’s Idea of History.”  Journal of the  

   History of Ideas 60 (1999):  717-35. 

Full-text article from an online database such as Infotrac Expanded Academic ASAP: 

Basic Form:   Author name.  “Title of the article.”  Journal title vol. no. (Publication date):  page 

   range.  Title of the database.  Name of the service.  Name of library, city, state.   

   Date of access <URL of the database’s main page>.* 

   *Provide as much database information as is known. 

Example: Poovey, Mary.  “The Model System of Contemporary Literary Criticism.”  Critical  

   Inquiry 27 (2001):  408+.  Expanded Academic ASAP.  INFOTRAC.  Collier  

   Lib., Florence, AL. 11 December 2001 <http://infotrac.galegroup.com/>. 

Web page: 

Basic Form: Author/Creator (if stated). “Title of the page or document.”  Title of the site (or  

description if there is no title).  Date of electronic publication or last update. 

Name of  institution or organization associated with the site.  Date of access  

<electronic address>. 

Example: “International Business Machines Corporation.” Hoover’s Online. 2003. Hoover’s Inc.
