to a month, and March was
declared Women's History
Month.

In its

various incarnations, ranging

from a communist holiday to a

U. N.- sponsored event, Inter-

national Women’s Day has

been celebrated for over 95
years. Inspired by an Ameri-
can commemoration of work-
ing women, people from Ger-
many, Austria, Denmark and
other European countries held

strikes and marches. Russian

revolutionary and feminist
Aleksandra Kollontai, who
helped organize the event,
described it as “one seething

sea of women.”
